MEF ELIGIBILITY

1.   Aid may be granted to students during their junior and senior years in undergraduate school, and in each of their seminary years while working on the basic degree for ordination or consecration.

2.   Aid may not be extended to graduate students in Ph.D., D. Min., Th. M. or other degrees beyond the basic degree.

3.   Students must be enrolled as “full-time” students. Full-time means twelve (12) hours minimum in undergraduate school, and nine (9) hours minimum in seminary per semester. Exceptions related to certified medical disabilities will be considered.

4.   Students must maintain an overall “C” average throughout their academic career. Students must submit a transcript to the Office of Ministerial Relations following each semester.
5.   Students must be intending to serve in the North Carolina Annual Conference equal to the number of years of grants received.

6.  This fund is intended to provide financial assistance for a student, and NOT to be viewed as a salary supplement. 
7.   Applicants must be declared candidates for licensed and ordained ministry and a certified candidate within eighteen (18) months.
